Instructions for registration and work in ORCID

ORCID (Connecting Research and Researchers) is a persistent digital identifier, that precisely distinguishes you and your publication in the world scientific community and makes references to your published work, that will be correctly reflected in citation databases. The identification of scientists with similar surnames or names is easily made with ORCID ID.
Through the integration of ORCID in the key workflows (such as manuscript and grand submission), it becomes a linkage between you and your professional activity insuring the recognition of your research. 
Registration for ORCID allows group all articles from different international databases such as Web of Science, Scopus, PubMed, Researcher ID, etc., written by an author in one profile.
ORCID profile contains information about the personality of a scientist, the place of employment, the results of scientific activity and permits to control the privacy of the provided data.
1. Register for an ORCID ID 
Making a profile 
To register for ORCID, go to the site http://orcid.org/ in the section «FOR RESEARCHERS» and pass to the link «REGISTER FOR AN ORCID ID». 
The website is available in Russian. You can change the language in the top bar of the website in the right corner. The data should be fulfilled in the English language.

2. Editing of personal profile 
In your personal profile you can download data about education (Education), place of employment (Employment), funding/grants (Funding) and your scientific researches (Works).

To edit or add personal data use the button «Add». With the button «Sort» you can sort your data according to a date, title and data type. 
You may add the following information in the left panel of the profile:
1. About your other names previously used in printed works (Also known as). For example, only name and surname, surname and initials with a maiden name in English and other languages. It is possible to list several versions using a semicolon;

2. The country you work in  (Country);

3. Keywords from your publications using a semicolon (Keywords);

4. Websites links: personal website, organisations sites, links to the profiles in social network sites;

5. Additional email address (E-mail Address);

It is possible to set a privacy level for some sections. The button «Save changes» allows to save changes.
3. Linkages between ORCID ID and international databases 
ORCID collaborates with different organisations, such as Web of Science, Scopus, PubMed, ResearcherID, etc. To import data from databases use the button «Search & link». 
The button «Import BibTeX» imports citation from BibTeX files (.bib), including the files exported from Google Scholar.

The button «Add manually» allows to add data on your own. When inputting data it is necessary to specify the identification number of a particular publication from either database.
